1030/- were distributed to 16 flood affected people 
in Ajit Singh Nagar area of Vijayawada, on 6.10.24 by Sri Yesu, who incidentally became our Member 
on 5.10.24, along with Sri. M. Murali Krishna, Senior Sub-Editor, "Visalandhra" daily News Paper. 

Items in the Grocery Kit: Rice - 5 kg; Tur Dal - 1 kg; Sugar- 1 kg; Atta -1 Kg, Oil - 1 Litre; Jaggery- 

500 gm; Sambar powder, Salt- 1 kg; Red Chillies- 100 gm; Wheat Rava - 500 gm; Mirch Powder- 300 
gm; Turmeric - 100 gm; Tamarind - 250 gm.
